The H-558 is an aluminum-hulled RIB designed
specifically to launch from the stern ramp of the
CPB, even in heavy seas. 

Measuring 17' 9" in length, the H-558 uses a
highly space-efficient design to fit the patrol
boat’s limited storage space. The H-558 carries a
two-man crew and four-man boarding team, plus
equipment. It is powered by an inboard 200 h.p.
Yanmar diesel waterjet engine. Special features
on the H-558 include an advanced navigation
system by Raymarine.
