Zodiac has developed
a series of black D rings, bow handles, and
floorboards that improve the stealthy design of
this rugged craft. The performance of these
items remains the same and their mechanical
resistances do not change.

U.S. Coast Guard Signs Order for Deep Water Vessels

The U.S. Coast Guard and Bollinger Ship
Yard have selected Zodiac to supply a series
of deep-water class vessels with high
performance and high durability for use
during extended, long-range patrol missions.

The contract is for 84 boats to be used as
“short range prosecutors” (SRPs). SRPs are
carried aboard several different types of
Coast Guard vessels, fast response cutters,
national security cutters and offshore patrol
cutters. SRPs are launched from patrol
boats or cutters for fast-action
engagements, such as bhoarding operations,
personnel recovery, and search & rescue.

The Hurricane 770 DJ is a fast response vessel designed for
speed and seaworthiness.

Zodiac's custom SRP design has been dubbed
the Hurricane 770 DJ. This fast response
vessel is designed for maximum speed and
seaworthiness. It is built with an aluminum
hull and equipped with a Yanmar 315 h.p.
engine with a Hamilton 241 water jet drive.
Designed with a four-point lifting sling with a
stainless steel ring, the H-770 allows for safe,
fast launch and recovery to and from the main
Coast Guard vessel, even with a substantial
increase in the vessel’s payload weight.

Zodiac's H-770 also includes shock-mitigation
seating for the crew. Designed for high-speed
engagements as fast as 36 knots, the boats
include two shock-mitigating combat crew
seats and four jockey seats to minimize injury
and fatigue to the crew during these extreme
conditions. Additionally, the aft seats are
removable to provide better access for
maintenance.

The H-770 also includes gun mounts both
forward and aft of the boat to support 7.62mm
machine guns that may be used to provide
defensive return fire.
