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EDOP Trials:

Fully equipped, with righting systems and SOLAS
approved engines, the Zodiac H630 10 Edop have
met all the expectations of the French Navy.

The commissioning trials of EDOP N°2 to 15
took place in Rochefort from july the 17th to the
21st. The customer inspection team was
composed of a quality representative (DQP/SQ)
for the static trials, a commissioning inspector
(CPPE) for the sea trials and an end user
representative from the commando & fusilliers
marins base in Lorient.

After a detailed inspection and weight measurement control, the boats were launched in the marina and
static trials were carried out to check every equipment onboard in order to prove the boat ability to put
out safely to sea. This preliminary step passed off, the EDOP ZH 630 IO, with full tank & maximum load
capacity, performed top speed trials on the Charente river (30 knots target w/ sea state 0). Mission done
successfully for Milpro and Zodiac commissioning team with 4 more patrol boats delivered to the french
navy bases of Brest, Lorient and Toulon at the beginning in August.

These patrol and rapid response crafts are used for ships and harbours safety. 11 units have already
been delivered to the French Navy on a total of 15 boats, and 2 additional units will be delivered in
December.

EDOP crafts are based on the Hurricane 630 mid-IO and include an inboard diesel engine, the Volvo
AD41P with 290 DP outdrive, a console with 2 jockey seats (pilot & copilot), 5 jockey seats for the crew,
a self-righting system, navigation and communication equipments (Radar, GPS, VHF, etc.....) and a
trailer for road and air transport.
